My brothers and sisters in Christ, 
this week as we finish our three 
part series on our Mission     

Statement, I ask that you prayerfully look over 
the bulletin, the website, and our parish bulle-
tin board. Try to find a way to live and engage 
our Mission within the Parish community. 
Find a way to get connected or to connect on 
an even deeper level… 

Despite some reports that the Catholic Church 
is in a state of decline in numbers, statistics 
show otherwise.   
 

Population  Statistics 

Catholics in the world numbered 
1,272,281,000 with an overall increase of 
18,355,000 more than the previous year. The 
increase affects all continents except Europe. 
Increases were registered above all in Africa 
(+8,535,000) and in the Americas  
(+ 6,642,000) followed by Asia (+ 3,027,000) 
and Oceania  (+ 208,000). Europe decreased 
(- 57,000). 
 
The world percentage of Catholics increased by 
0.09 %, settling at 17.77%. By continent:  
increases were registered in Africa (+ 0.38), 
the Americas (+ 0.12), Asia (+ 0.05), Europe 
(+ 0.14). and Oceania (+ 0.09). Reported by 
Zenit News Agency—October, 2016. 
 

However, before we begin celebrating, these 
numbers need to be looked at in the light of 
two other items. First, the overall world  
population also increased, and second, the 
level of active engagement by the same per-
centage of increase and overall numbers did 
not reflect the same type of increase. 
 

Living our Mission Statement 
Engagement and connectedness are essential 
elements as we look at our living out of  
Christ’s mission. If we are merely seeking an 
increase in numbers of people, then “Yeah!” 
However, for those who have been watching  

the changes that have been occurring at  
Blessed Sacrament over the past year, and see 
the emphasis being placed on our mission  
statement, then our “yeah,” becomes a moment 
of prayerful reflection. 
 

Our mission statement is meant to elicit not 
only an outward change in our lives, but an  
internal desire to live the mission. As a Parish 
community, we say that we are Disciples: 
Learning, Loving, & Living Christ’s Mission.     
 

As we continue to learn about Christ and His 
great love for us individually and as a  
community, we grow in our love for Him and 
His message. That love in turn leads us to live 
in a way that finds expression in how we engage 
and connect with others. These “others” include 
not only our friends and family, but also those 
we encounter daily, on the street, and within 
our families. It also, very importantly, includes 
our Blessed Sacrament Parish Family.  
 
We are an Amazing Parish because of You 
As we have rolled out Alpha, it is not  
uncommon to hear parishioners say that they 
are attending because they want to feel and be 
connected on a deeper level. Living our mission 
means more than attending Mass with an 
anonymous group of other Christians 
(Catholics). It means we share in one another’s 
joys and sorrows. It also means, as our  
Stewardship prayer points out, that our Parish 
is Amazing because of people like you. It (our 
Parish) will be friendly if I am friendly...I help 
make it what it is.  
 

I encourage you to prayerfully look over ways to 
connect.  This weekend we have made available 
the updated blue Discipleship sign up sheets, & 
we have several areas highlighted on page 8 of 
this bulletin.

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A NOTE FROM OUR PASTOR Ways to Connect 
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Liturgical Ministry 
 

The word "liturgy" comes from the Greek word  
leitourgia which means "work of the people." As  

Catholics, we use the word "liturgy" to refer to the  
celebration of the Mass, the center of our faith life.  
Together, as a church family, we are all called to  

participate in the Liturgy through our prayer, song and 
spoken responses at Mass. Some of us also feel called 
to serve at Mass as liturgical ministers. Our liturgies at 

Blessed Sacrament are amazing because of our  
wonderful group of liturgical ministers sharing their time 

and talent with our Parish Family! 
 
Altar Servers: assist the priest during Sunday Mass, 
and other events. Altar servers need to be 4

th
 grade or 

older and have made their First Communion. 
 
Adult Altar Servers*: assist the priest during events 
that occur when student altar servers are not available.  
 
Lectors*: proclaim the Word of God clearly and  
understandably at Sunday Mass and other events. 
 
Extraordinary Ministers of Holy Communion*: assist 
with the distribution of Holy Communion at Mass and 
funerals, they may bring communion to parishioners 
who are homebound or who reside in nursing homes 
and assisted living facilities.  
 
Ushers/Greeters*: greet those coming into our church, 
offer assistance to those in need, distribute parish  
bulletins, take up the collection, and distribute other 
materials as needed. Ushers are needed at Sunday 
Mass, Holy Day Masses and Funerals. 
 
Gift Bearers: carry bread and wine to the altar during 
the Offertory Procession at Mass. Families, groups, or 
individuals are welcome to volunteer to serve as gift 
bearers.  
 
Sacristans: make sure the sacramental supplies are in 
place before Mass. Assist with washing and ironing 
linens; cleaning water fonts and refilling holy water, 
and dusting. 
 
Mass Captains:  ensure that everything is in place for 
Mass and for Mass viewing in the Gathering Space and 
the Kateri Room.  
 
Care for Altar Server Albs: involves washing, ironing 
and mending the altar servers' albs (robes).  
 
*Must be 16 years of age and have received the Sacrament 
of Confirmation. If married, the marriage needs to be recog-
nized by the Catholic Church.
