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This Week:  

Awaken 
 

My dear brothers & sisters in 

Christ, last week we celebrated 

Laetare Sunday. This week, we are 

only 2 weeks away from Easter 

Sunday. 
 

Is Lent almost over? 
I remember as a child looking forward to Easter.  

The closer it got, the more excited I became.  

Believe it or not, one of my favorite things about 

the “closing” of the Lenten season was the Easter 

Vigil.   

 

I know, a lot of people cringe at the thought of  

sitting through the Easter Vigil. As a matter of fact, 

a lot of people do just about anything to avoid this 

service. They complain about how long it is, or 

how many readings there are.

Granted, my motives might not have been the  

purest, but I did look forward to the Mass when my 

parents would let me go. There was the fire that the 

Bishop lit outside the Cathedral doors.  Now, how 

cool was that?!? A bishop starting a fire? 
 

Then when we went inside, we all got candles. If I 

held the candle just right, I could make cool  

patterns down the side. I might even get some of 

that wax on my fingers, and be able to peel it off as 

it dried.

After all the readings, which told the story of our 

salvation history, the Gospel story was finally read.

 Together, let us look as forward to Easter, and the 

story of our salvation, as we do an exciting movie.  

Let us use these last couple of weeks well, and be 

fully awakened to share in the unfathomable  

celebration that is Easter.

QUESTIONS AND ANSWERS ABOUT 

LENT AND LENTEN PRACTICES 
 
Q.  I understand that Catholics ages 18 to 59 should 

fast on Ash Wednesday and on Good Friday, but 

what exactly are the rules for these fasts? 

A.  Fasting on these days means we can have only one 

full, meatless meal.  Some food can be taken at the other 

regular meal times if necessary, but combined they 

should be less than a full meal.  Liquids are allowed at 

any time, but no solid food should be consumed between 

meals. 

Q.  Are there exemptions other than for age from the 

requirement to fast on Ash Wednesday and Good  

Friday? 
 

A.  Those that are excused from fast and abstinence  
outside the age limits include the physically or mentally 
ill including individuals suffering from chronic illnesses 
such as diabetes.  Also excluded are pregnant or nursing 
women.  In all cases, common sense should prevail, and 
ill persons should not further jeopardize their health by 
fasting. 
 

Q. Why do we say that there are forty days of 

Lent?  When you count all the days from Ash 

Wednesday through Holy Saturday, there are 46. 

A. It might be more accurate to say that there is the 
"forty day fast within Lent."  Historically, Lent has var-
ied from a week to three weeks to the present configura-
tion of 46 days. The forty day fast, however, has been 
more stable. The Sundays of Lent are certainly part of 
the Time of Lent, but they are not prescribed days of fast 
and abstinence. 
 

Q. So does that mean that when we give something up 

for Lent, such as candy, we can have it on Sundays? 

A.  Apart from the prescribed days of fast and abstinence 
on Ash Wednesday and Good Friday, and the days of 
abstinence every Friday of Lent, Catholics have tradi-
tionally chosen additional penitential practices for the 
whole Time of Lent.  These practices are disciplinary in 
nature and often more effective if they are continuous, 
i.e., kept on Sundays as well.  That being said, such prac-
tices are not regulated by the Church, but by individual 
conscience.
