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This Week:  

Itôs the final countdown  

 

My dear brothers and sisters in 

Christ, after 40 days of journeying 

in the desert with Jesus, Lent draws 

to a close this week with the  

celebration of Holy Week leading up to Easter.  

 

Palm Sunday 

Today, Palm Sunday, we continue our journey with 

Jesus by accompanying His triumphal entry into 

Jerusalem, and then we witness the alarmingly 

quick slide from ñHosanna!ò to ñCrucify Him!ò 

 

The Palm Sunday liturgy gives us a preview of all 

Holy Week. In the Gospel reading of today, we 

hear how Jesus institutes the Eucharist on Holy 

Thursday, leaving a gift of Himself for all eternity. 

We hear of His Passion, crucifixion and death on 

Good Friday.  

 

Todayôs Gospel ends with what looks like the most 

crushing defeat in all of history; the Savior of the 

World is dead and buried. To the Disciples living 

this story, this looked like the end of the road, the 

end of all that they had hoped for and believed in. 

Everyone went home to wait out the Sabbath and 

make plans to return to their daily lives. 

 

But as St. Augustine notes, ñWe are Easter people 

and Alleluia is our song.ò  

 

A Cliffhanger 

We know what comes next. We know this  

seemingly crushing defeat is not the end of the  

story, but rather the biggest cliffhanger in history. 

And this week we will relive all these events in the 

three-day observance of the Triduum.  

 

The Triduum 
The Church reminds us that the summit of the  

Liturgical Year is the Easter Triduumðfrom the 

evening of Holy Thursday to the evening of Easter 

Sunday. Though chronologically three days, they 

are liturgically one day unfolding for us the unity of 

Christ's Paschal Mystery. 

 

The single celebration of the Triduum marks the end 

of the Lenten season, and leads to the Mass of the 

Resurrection of the Lord at the Easter Vigil. 

 

The liturgical services that take place during the 

Triduum are: 

Mass of the Lord's Supper (Thursday) 

Good Friday of the Lord's Passion (Friday) 

Mass of the Resurrection of the Lord (Saturday 

Evening) 

 

Come Join us! 
I encourage you and your loved ones to join us for 

the celebration of the Resurrection next Sunday. 

However, I also wish to extend an enthusiastic  

invitation for you to take part in the celebration of 

the entire Passion story; especially the celebration of 

the three holy days of The Triduum.  

 

Please join us at 7:00 p.m. on Holy Thursday, at 3 

p.m. on Good Friday, and at 8:30 p.m. on Holy 

Saturday. Join us as we wait together for the 

coming of the Christ, our Light, and may we  

continue to learn, love, and live Christôs mission!
