Broken: Fixed 
  

My dear brothers and sisters in 

Christ, this weekend gives us  

another reason to celebrate. This 

weekend, we will have 51  

children receive their 1st Holy Communion. 

  

The Eucharist 

Times like this provide us with a great  

opportunity to reflect not only on the meaning of 

the Eucharist, but also to think back to our own 

First Communion. 

  

Many years ago, there was a holy nun that went 

to the great Saint Teresa and was telling her how 

she wished that she had been alive at the same 

time that Jesus was walking around on the 

earth.  She kept thinking what a joy it would 

have been to see his face, to hear his voice and 

just to be near Him. ñImagine what it would have 

been like to even talk with Jesus!ò she  

exclaimed. ñOh, I would be a saint if only I could 

have been with Jesus!ò 

  

Jesus is still with us 

Saint Teresa looked at her with love and said, 

ñMy dear sister, have you forgotten that Jesus is 

still on earth, and that He lives near you ð yes, 

in the house with you (for there was a church in 

the convent where the nuns lived that had a  

tabernacle), and often in your very soul. Have 

you also forgotten that you can see Him and can 

speak to Him as often as you like? Is not Jesus 

with us in the Most Holy Sacrament? Why then 

do you wish to have lived long ago, since that 

same Jesus who lived with Mary and Joseph 

lives also with you?

come close to Jesus in a way like they have never 

done before.  Although they will not see Him like 

the boys and girls over 2000 years ago, through their 

faith and knowing what they have been taught about 

Jesus and Holy Communion, they will be sharing in 

His life in a very special way. 

  

Do you believe? 

Jesus assures us that we are not missing out on 

knowing Him because we are alive now and not 

then. We remember what Jesus said to Saint  

Thomas after He rose from the dead: ñHave you  

believed because you have seen me?  Blessed are 

those who have not seen, yet have come to  

believe.ò (John 20.29) 

  

Broken bread: Fixed eyes 

However, we are given the opportunity to see.  After 

the Consecration, and during the Lamb of God, the 

priest will break a small piece of the host and put it 

in the chalice.  This shows the uniting of the body 

and blood of Christ.  It also shows how at the Last 

Supper, Jesus broke bread with the Disciples. He 

told them (& us, as well), that this is His Body.  

This is His Blood.  He is now giving us His own 

Body for our nourishment.   

  

This broken body, which died on the Cross for love 

of us, now nourishes us. We keep our eyes fixed on 

Him who is our salvation. We are nourished so that 

what becomes broken by our sins and lack of love, 

can be made whole. 

  

Call to Action 

As we rejoice with those who are receiving Jesus for 

the first time, let us take time to reflect on our own 

First Communion.  Let us reflect on the great gift 

that Jesus gives usðHis very self.  And may each 

Eucharist help us to learn, love, & live Christôs  

mission more fully.
