We are Disciples: Learning, Loving & Living Christ’s Mission

This Week: Not the End
My dear brothers and sisters in
Christ, this weekend we celebrate
not only Memorial Day, but also the
Ascension of our Lord into Heaven.
Both of these events give us an
opportunity to reflect on our lives.

Many have died for our sake — the ultimate being
Christ. What does your life call you to witness to?
What are you willing to die for?

What happens when we die?

As Christians, as Catholics, we do not believe that
death is the end. Based upon Sacred Scripture and
the teaching of the Church, we can say the
following about death and what follows. At the
moment of death, the soul is separated from the
body and no longer sustains order within the
natural body; as a result, the body begins to corrupt
and left to its own will decompose.

The soul, however, 1s immortal and never ceases to
exist, once created. Immediately upon death, the
soul of each person is judged by the Lord, either to
eternal life or the damnation of hell. For those
damned to hell, the soul immediately experiences
hell thereafter.

For a soul judged to heaven, if the soul is truly holy
then it may immediately experience the fullness of
heaven. We call such souls “the saints.”

For those who are judged to eternal life yet still
have some attachment to sin, or there is some
temporal punishment due for sin, the soul
experiences purgatory in the manner that God
determines. Purgatory is really a blessing, for not
only does the soul know that it is destined for
heaven but purgatory purifies the soul since
nothing unclean can enter heaven. Once purified,
the soul will enjoy the fullness of God’s love and
life (cf. CCC 1020-1060).

What we do in this life matters.
The point of this reminder of our belief is to focus
our attention on the fact that what we do in this life
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matters. We will be judged on whether or not
knowing God’s commandments, and what He
requires of His disciples, has caused us to witness to
something or Someone.

Our Faith should influence our lives. As Jesus
ascended into Heaven, He tells the disciples (He
tells us), “All power in heaven and earth has been
given to Me. Go, therefore, and make disciples of all
nations, baptizing them in the name of the Father,
and of the Son, and of the Holy Spirit, teaching

them to observe all that I have commanded you”
(M. 28:17-19).

Doing our part

We have all been given this mandate by our Lord.
How we live it out and witness to Him will vary
depending on our gifts and talents; as well as our
vocation and our career. We are, however, called to
do our part, and we will be judged on what we have
done. Are we disciples who are learning, loving, &
living Christ’s mission?

Jesus has not left us alone. Today’s Gospel
narrative ends with Him re-assuring us, “And
behold, I am with you always, until the end of the
age’” (Mt. 28:20).

Pentecost

Next week, we celebrate the Feast of Pentecost.
The Advocate Whom Jesus promises to be with us
to guide us and protect us comes to us. As you take
time this week to reflect on how you are doing in
your witness, take time also to call upon the Holy
Spirit. What an Amazing gift. All you have to do is
ask for the Holy Spirit to come. “Come, Holy
Spirit.”

Finally, as we noted in last week’s bulletin, on pg. 6,
summer is a great time to take a vacation and be
renewed, but one can’t truly be renewed without
God. Mass is still readily available in the USA,
check out masstimes.org.

Liturgical Ministry

Please help us continue to make our parish amazing
this summer by engaging in our discipleship
opportunities.

Altar Servers: assist the priest during Sunday Mass,
and other events. Altar servers need to be 4" grade or
older and have made their First Communion.

Adult Altar Servers*: assist the priest during events that
occur when student altar servers are not available.

Lectors*: proclaim the Word of God clearly and
understandably at Sunday Mass and other events.

Extraordinary Ministers of Holy Communion*: assist
with the distribution of Holy Communion at Mass and
funerals, they may bring communion to parishioners who
are homebound or who reside in nursing homes and
assisted living facilities.

Ushers/Greeters*: greet those coming into our
church, offer assistance to those in need, distribute
parish bulletins, take up the collection, and distribute
other materials as needed. Ushers are needed at
Sunday Mass, Holy Day Masses and Funerals.

Gift Bearers: carry bread and wine to the altar during
the Offertory Procession at Mass. Families, groups, or
individuals are welcome to volunteer to serve as gift
bearers.

Sacristans: make sure the sacramental supplies are
in place before Mass. Assist with washing and ironing
linens; cleaning water fonts and refilling holy water,

and dusting.

Mass Captains:_ensure that everything is in place for
Mass and for Mass viewing in the Gathering Space and
the Kateri Room.

Care for Altar Server Albs: involves washing, ironing
and mending the altar servers' albs (robes).

*Must be 16 years of age and have received the Sacrament of
Confirmation. If married, the marriage needs to be recognized by the
Catholic Church.
